Member Logo Licensing Agreement

Terms and Conditions of Use

General

This document represents the terms of use for the Free Range Pork Farmer’s Association Inc.
(FRPFA) logo for accredited members. Members are not permitted to use the logo of FRPFA
without displaying their Certification number beneath it.

Use outside the terms represented here may cause FRPFA to take action to protect its
rights.

If the member ceases to maintain accreditation or they cease to be a financial member, or both,
or are suspended from active membership, they are required to cease the use of the logo and to
return the issued electronic masters to FRPFA.

Variation of terms

If a variation of the terms described in this document is sought, the member should write to the
Management Committee explaining the request and if possible include a ‘mock up’ of the
intended use. The only authorised variations are those provided in writing from the Management
Committee.

Packaging

The Logo can be displayed on packaging of pork products supplied only from the certified
member’s registered farm. If less than all farms of an organisation are accredited, then the logo
should only be displayed on product from the accredited farm.

Butcher Shops and Other Retail Outlets

The Logo can be displayed on product produced only on a registered farm of a certified member.
Care must be taken to ensure that the logo’s positioning does not indicate accreditation where it
is not appropriate. A copy of this licensing agreement must be signed by any retailer that wishes
to display the FRPFA Logo on any signage and lodged with FRPFA for approval. The Logo and
the Certification Number of the member supplying the pork is the only version that is permisable
to be on display.

Any processor, including butchers, that are processing and packaging certified pork products,
other than a contract arrangement for a certified member, that include labels displaying the
FRPFA Logo must have a Licensing Agreement in place. The certified member must forward a
letter outlining such an arrangement along with the completed application to the Association for
approval.

e Pork Products
The logo can be displayed on pork products only when the pork content of the
product is 100% free range pork supplied by a certified member of the FRPFA and
grown to the FRPFA Standard.
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It is the responsibilty of the accredited member to ensure that pork and pork products that are
processed and packaged for them on behalf of another party e.g. a butcher, to ensure that there is
means to audit that process. There must be a system of checks and balances in place to reconcile
the amount of pork processed and the use of labels supplied. The Logo must not be supplied to
such a processor in electronic form unless there is a approved Logo Licensing Agreement in
place.

Letterhead

The logo can be used on any business stationery relevant to the certified, individual farm only. If
only one farm of an organisation is a member of FRPFA, and more are owned by the member,
the logo cannot be used on general letterhead.

Business Cards
The logo can be used on the business card of a current financial member of the appropriate
accreditation.

General Stationery
Stationery such as facsimile coversheets and with compliments slips can display the logo using
the same rules as those for letterhead.

Web sites

The Logo can be displayed on web sites to indicate the accreditation of the individual farm. Care
must be taken to ensure that the logo’s positioning does not indicate accreditation where it is not
appropriate. If less than all farms of an organisation are accredited, then the logo should only be
displayed next to the biographical details of the accredited farm.

When used on a web site it is useful to insert a link to the FRPFA web site also. The address of
the web site is www.freerangepork.com.au

Colour

The logo is provided in both a full colour version and a black and grey scale version. Either may
be used as is appropriate to the business need. Where the colour logo is used it is considered
more effective against a white background, though the use of other background colours is not
denied by this agreement.

Proportion / Size

The logo is provided in two sizes — business card and letterhead. The logo provided for web site
use can be re-sized but the ratio must be maintained. If a member wishes to re-size a logo for
either letterhead or business card, use they may do so on the condition that the ratio remains the
same.
